Tourism in Corvallis, buffered by the
University and a good mix of market segments,
continues to do slightly better than most of the
Pacific coast.

The United States will close out 2009 with
an estimated decrease of 8.4% in lodging
occupancy while Corvallis ended up its fiscal
year at a loss of 7.2% or (4 percentage points)
in lodging occupancy. (Smith Travel)

Our lodging operators have done a brilliant

job of holding the average daily rate in our KATHLEEN PETRUCELA
lodging properties and the ADR has increased BOARD PRESIDENT
$3.82 over the previous year. This is a great 2008-2009

accomplishment in a down economy.

Corvallis Tourism launched two new Web
sites this year, a totally redesigned
Visitcorvallis.com which is now database driven
and a new GoSeeCorvallis which is consumer
review driven.
